For students who seck to take non-required subjects such as academic major subjects carried out by
other Graduate Schools and Departments, and who seek to have them counted into the credits required

for completion, please follow the registration procedure below.

[Registration Procedure]
The basic procedure is as follows, however, please check with your department or division before
applying as it may differ among each department or division. Additionally, please check the necessary

requirements for your completion. The requirements change depending on the year you entered.

Required document: "Application for Registration in Courses of Other Graduate Schools, Other
Majors (Other Courses)

Location of document distribution: Office of each department

Where to submit the documents : Office of each department

Submission deadline: October 11 (Fri.)

Application Procedure

(1) As a rule, please confirm with the instructor of the course whether or not you are able to take the
course. If there are other instructions in the syllabus, please follow those instructions.

(2) Fill in the necessary information on the "Application to Take Courses in Other Graduate Schools or
Departments (Other Courses)".

(3) Obtain approval from the department chairperson. In some cases, courses may not be approved as
graduation credits.

(4) Submit the application form to the respective department office and be sure to register for courses
at KOAN (during the course registration period at other departments). (For the course registration
period of other departments, please refer to "Course Registration Period of Other Departments in
Academic Year 2023".)

* The subjects registered through the application will be counted into the required credits for
completion after the credits is earned. “Not Qualified” will be shown on KOAN system until the
credits will be earned.

X You can apply for only Fall-Winter term subjects including intensive courses this time.



> Among those subjects offered by other Graduate Schools and Departments, you can search the
subjects of Advanced Liberal Arts Education and Advanced Global Literacy Education, which are

requirement for completion, on KOAN. Please refer to the attached sheet.

courses.

If you wish to include courses not listed on the list in the credits for completion requirements, you
must submit an "Application for Courses Taught by Other Graduate Schools, Departments, etc.".
Please check the boxes for the course categories (Major Subjects category, Advanced Global Literacy
Education Subjects category, and Advanced Liberal Arts Subjects category) for which you wish to
receive approval. Please note that some courses may not be approved as credits for completion

requirements, or may be approved in a course category different from the one you wish to take.
